2. Have students trace and color their hand with brown crayon,
colored pencil, or marker.

3. Have students color the rest of the picture- grass and sku.

4. Have students tear up either construction paper or tissue
paper in fall leaf colors (red, orange, yellow).

5. Students can glue down the paper or crumpled tissue paper
to resemble fall leaves, both in the tree and covering the
ground.
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
